o Background Color – This changes the background color (white/gray). 
o Image Position – This changes the image position (left/right). 
o Color Bar – This enables/disables the color bar. 

• Image Section 
o Desktop/Tablet Image – This selects the desktop/tablet image. 
o Mobile Image – This selects the (optional) mobile image.  

• Content Section 
o Eyebrow – This is the eyebrow above the headline. 
o Headline – This is the main headline for the component. 
o Authors – These are the authors. 
o Date – This is the date. 
o Copy – This is the copy. 

• CTA Section 
o CTA Variation – This selects the CTA variation (none/button/link).  
o CTA Text – This is the CTA text.  
o CTA Path – This is the CTA path.
